WALK 1 – 2 or 4 miles - Airfield - Bourne End Lane- Little Hay Golf Course- Stoney Lane
This walk provides a good introduction to the area immediately to the North of Bovingdon. The shorter of the alternatives given is about 2 miles long and level throughout.

Start at the crossroads at the top of the High Street and walk up Newhouse Road leaving the Halfway House on your right. 

After 200 yards, look for a footpath signpost on the right. Follow the footpath, which initially runs alongside the prison fence then emerges onto the airfield, where there is another footpath signpost, giving a choice of two directions.

Turning left here would take you across the airfield to Whelpley Hill. However the route is straight on, following the edge of the airfield until a stile is reached at the end of Bourne End Lane. 
Before the airfield was built, Bourne End Lane continued to Newhouse Road, providing a short if rather steep route between Bovingdon and Bourne End. Continue along Bourne End Lane, passing the airfield reservoir on your right, then crossing an airfield taxiway, gated off on both sides of the lane. This led to aircraft dispersal points, which reduced the risk of damage by air attack. The lane continues past two bungalows on the left then gives extensive views to the left over Bourne Gutter and the A41 bypass. 200 yards further on, there is a bridleway sign in the high hedge on the right. Turn right here along the bridleway which follows the boundary of Little Hay golf course round to the entrance in Box Lane.
This alternative adds about 2 miles and a 200 foot climb to the walk.
As an alternative longer and more energetic walk, ignore the bridleway and continue along Bourne End Lane as it drops steeply. Turn right at the gateway into Hanging Wood and follow the bridleway, which bears left through the wood and then follows the lower boundary of the golf course to the bridleway bridge over the A41 bypass. Turn right at this point, following the uphill direction across the golf course indicated by the footpath signpost. This footpath is parallel to the 14th hole which is played uphill and to your left so keep a lookout over your shoulder for golfers coming up behind you. At the top of the hill the path meets another path. Turn right along this path, which follows the upper boundary of the golf course until it meets the service road, which takes you past the clubhouse to the entrance in Box Lane. 

Turn right for Bovingdon at the golf course entrance. The direct return to Bovingdon is to follow the footpath alongside Box Lane. A quieter alternative is to cross Box Lane just before the Bobsleigh, then to take the footpath which is signposted on the left of the Bobsleigh. This is a short, pretty path which meets Stoney Lane. where you turn right to bring you back to the High Street via Church Lane,
